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The Canadian Coalition for the Rights of Children (CCRC) is a network of Canadian organizations and individuals who promote respect for the rights of children. The purposes of the CCRC are to: exchange information; engage in public education about children’s rights; monitor implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child in Canada; and engage in dialogue with government officials on child rights issues.

    The Convention on the Rights of the Child is the guiding framework for all activities of the coalition. 

CCRC workplan for 2011 - an important time for children’s rights in Canada
Monitoring:  This year the CCRC will submit a community-based report on the state of children’s rights in Canada to the UN Committee on the Rights of the Child, for Canada’s Third Review in June 2012. We are engaging Canadians in discussion of the report during this year to increase public awareness about children’s rights. 

Advocacy:  Internationally, we are working for establishment of a complaints process under the Convention.

In Canada we address national children’s rights issues through policy research and public information.  

Education: Public awareness initiatives include information sharing, a website, a newsletter, public presentations, public events, workshops for schools and professional groups, and other awareness-raising activities.
